After you fly at KAPA, you can listen to your
communications via the archived feeds.

Without leaving the comfort of your own home you can
hone your instrument skills with the help of Microsoft
Flight Simulator, go to youtube and see what a night
landing is like in a particular aircraft such as the DA40,
and learn the opinion of others via online aviation
forums like studentpilot.com.

This utilization is less than half of what we would like
to see on a given month and we hope that as the
economy starts to improve that all of you will start
flying again.

Here is what our monthly expenses were for April. As
you can see we generated about $9,000 in income
with about $15,000 in expenses. These expense
numbers are a little high due to a block time refund to
our previous President who resigned and is no longer
with the club, so our net without this expense was
approximately $1,000 to the positive. However, this
one time expense does impact the club and we would
love to see some more block time purchases to offset
this departure.
